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Boston Museums Going Green

 

The latest Greenroundtable on Oct. 3, 2007 brought together three gentlemen involved with greening efforts at Boston's Museum of Science, The Aquarium and the Childrens Museum.
 

John Anderson, the Director of Education at the Aquarium spoke first. His efforts in directing energy conservation, sustainable seafood and recycling programs have been more than beneficial. The 800 lb gorrilla, he said, turns out to be the electricity costs, which the aquarium has addressed through lighting retrofits, pump replacements and future HVAC upgrades. Solar is not an option at this time due to grid complications and first cost considerations.
 

Neil Gordon, the COO of the Childrens Museum spoke about the new building addition it has erected and it's LEED Gold rating( to be determined at a later date). The museum added many green features to the new building such as daylighting, energy efficiency, CO2 monitoring controls, water conservation, a green roof, recycling and green cleaning products. Bill Reed of the Integrative Design Collaborative and the Green roundtable were credited for their design asistance.
 

David Rabkin the VP of Sustainability, Innovation and Science Partnerships spoke of the Museum of Science's committeement to CO2 reductions. The new Gordon Wing was described with it's many green features. The museum has put together displays on wind and solar energy systems an is considering using waste steam instead of their central bioler systems to stay more environmentally friendly.
